LOC contains many items, including one of the largest library catalogs in the world.  You can access all the 

records, but not all items are digitized.  For example, they have records of the Veteran’s History Project, but not the 

actual records.  Most of the digitized items are in American Memory.

School Plus (middle), Primary Search (elementary), TOPIC Search, MAS Complete 
o Limit results to Full Text and Peer Review 
o Can find data sources—graphs, charts, etc. 

 EBSCO Student Research Center 
o Check Primary Sources and Full Text 
o Can limit by publication date and lexile level 

 EBSCO Points of View Reference Center  (vaccines) 
o Select a category 
o Click on Primary Source Documents (Related Information on the left-hand side of page)
